Issues and Resolutions
Title: Extend Permissive TDY Policy

Issue: Current policy does not allow sufficient time to secure adequate housing. This affects all Soldiers transitioning to a new duty station in need of housing. Soldiers are forced to rent / lease housing that is in substandard condition, too expensive, and / or is too far from post due to time constraints on permissive TDY policy.

AFAP Recommendation: Change from current 10 day policy to a 15 business day policy. Allow additional 5 business days when household goods arrive. Change current purpose in AR 600-8-1 paragraph 5-32 from house hunting to obtaining house, household goods and receiving Family Members

Agency Solution: Legislation is currently pending presidential signature to increase Temporary Lodging Expense (TLE) to 60 days at the Commander’s discretion. Ten days Permissive TDY is an Army regulatory issue. Local authorities and commanders provide additional time for Soldiers to house hunt and move. Requests for extensions to the 10 day permissive TDY are considered by local Commanders on a case-by-case basis. Many commanders are providing Soldiers time to relocate if they are moving from Army Community Housing (ACH) to other off installation housing or if the Soldier is moving from ACH housing to on installation housing. In addition to the extension of the Permissive TDY, Soldiers are now authorized 20 days of TLE (an increase of 10 days) to offset the costs associated with house hunting.
