Issues and Resolutions
Title: Improve Dual Military Program
Issue: Current dual military program is ineffective. Dual military Soldiers lack communication with one another during deployment which places hardship on those Soldiers/Spouses.
AFAP Recommendation: Coordinate dual member BAH for geographically separated Soldiers. Fix dual military program.
Agency Solution: As soon as a Soldier submits a Married Army Couples Program form, the G1 works to put both Soldiers on the same installation, the same deployment cycle, and at the same unit. Soldiers can initiate a DA Form 4187 (Personnel Action) and provide a marriage certificate to the chain of command for approval.  Pending approval The US Army Human Resources Command will assign the husband and wife to the Married Army Couples Program and begin making assignments with the both Soldiers career development, needs of the Army and Family considerations in mind. COL Clark stated that this is an important issue and instructed that this issue be pulled out and re-addressed / brainstormed at the 2008 AFAP Conference so that it might be satisfactorily resolved.
