Issues and Resolutions
Title: Independent Establishment Designated for High School Age Students

Issue: High school students (9th-12th grades) lack a separate establishment. Teenagers are not allowed to congregate at the food courts on post. The places students are allowed to gather do not offer food and are integrated with 6th-8th graders. As a result, if this establishment is created, it will improve teen togetherness enabling the teens to socialize and work together. Will also assist in diminishing feelings of isolation due to geographic limitations of their housing areas, subsequently, improving teen participation in youth activities on Fort Drum.
AFAP Recommendation: Build a separate youth facility for high school students with an eating establishment similar to the Bowling Alley food court and offer virgin drinks. Construct entertainment systems and games such as pool tables, television, arcades and a lounge area with computers that have Internet accessibility.
Agency Solution: DA Family Morale, Welfare, and Recreation Command is seeking FY10 funds to construct an $8.4 million Child and Youth Services (CYS) addition to the current youth center to include a teen center, gymnasium and snack bar/culinary arts space with a separate entrance.
