Issues and Resolutions
Title: Multiplex Center for Fort Drum

Issue: No action adventure building exists on Fort Drum for indoor / outdoor seasonal recreational activities during the long harsh winters. Extreme cold weather forces outdoor activities indoors. The extreme cold weather and lack of outdoor activities due to the extreme weather condition puts a strain on the Fort Drum community and limits the recreational activity available.
AFAP Recommendation: Build a multi-functional 4 room adventure complex that will facilitate seasonal activities. One room will have an inter-changeable rink including ice skating & hockey. Room two will incorporate rock climbing, soccer and batting cages. Room three will be for paintball and laser tag. Room four will have an extreme skateboard and BMX park. Build facility in an area that will allow for future growth.
Agency Solution: A large, dedicated facility is needed at Fort Drum due to inclement weather. Therefore, a Military Construction Program DD Form 1391 has submitted to build a large Multi-Purpose Field House to accommodate events such as craft fairs, car shows, rodeos, BMX courses, etc. In design is a multiplex facility for APF major construction consideration to accommodate normal seasonal recreation activities that must be conducted indoors at Fort Drum due to harsh weather. Pine Plains Fitness Center underwent major construction renovation during FY2006 to accommodate multi-purpose activities. It was converted into a multi-purpose recreational facility during 2007. The installation has made further investments in facilities with two lodges, the BOSS lodge annex, 4 FDMCH community centers and the Commons to accommodate best leisure activities. Outdoor and indoor paintball are offered around seasonal conditions.
