Issues and Resolutions
Title: No Bus Shelters in New Housing Areas
Issue: The lack of bus shelters creates an unsafe environment for children waiting for the school bus. Children are at risk of cold weather injuries in the winter months. Parents are forced to provide shelter in their cars creating traffic congestion and vehicular hazard to other children.

AFAP Recommendation: Coordinate with schools to identify safe and appropriate locations for bus shelters. Build shelters in new housing developments. Move unused shelters from other areas to new housing developments.
Agency Solution: Actus Lend Lease is designing appropriate bus stops for the community surroundings.  FDMCH Property & Asset Management staff is setting up meetings with the school systems to determine where the bus stops should be located. (Planning needs to consider where the bus stops should be, based on the completion of all construction and re-designation, rather than on where they are located today.) After these two actions are complete, FDMCH can price these requirements and determine funding sources. FDMCH anticipates design and pricing complete Summer 2008.
