Title: Tuberculosis (TB) Tests at Battalion Level
Issue: Battalion medics should be allowed to administer Tuberculosis (TB) tests to Soldiers.

AFAP Recommendation: Amend policy changes in order to allow battalion medics to administer and read results of TB test.

Agency Solution: Medics are trained to and can administer the intradermal purified protein derivative of tuberculin (IPPD) or TB test. Medics are also trained to recognize the signs of possible positive reactions.  If a possible positive reaction is suspected, the medic will refer the patient to a clinician to verify possible positive reactions as they are not certified to diagnose and prescribe treatment for positive TB readings.  In order to facilitate TB testing, nursing oversight is incorporated within all Soldier Readiness Processing operations.
